		Though this petition, petitioner prays for following relief(s):-

(a) Direct the respondent Nos.01,02,03 to grant the incentive of higher grade son the basis of Time Scale to the Subject Specialists/ Lecturers of Sindh in view of summary approved by the Chief Minister Sindh on the pattern of Balochistan but the category to which the petitioner belongs has been discriminated. 

(b) To Award costs
		 
 	 	 It is not possible to implement the policy of Baluchistan through the constitution petition in the Province of Sindh. The education is now a provincial subject after its 18th amendment in the Constitution. It will be responsibility of each province independently to frame education policy according to their circumstances. If this petition is allowed it would amounts to denying the autonomy of the provinces. If 18th amendment is not in the way and it is not be implemented than only the laws of other province can be examined on the touch stone of Article 25 of the Constitution and this country would again become Federally control country and we will be back to ONE-UNIT days of Ayoub Khan era. Be that as it may. Petitioner submits that he has filed application for amending the petition. Whatever amendment he has sought for, he may file a fresh petition and that would be examined on its merits. Besides the above position, the record shows that the Government of Sindh is working in the direction of improving the circumstances of the Subject Specialist. The record shows that several meetings have been held in relevant ministries and summaries have been even sent up to the Chief Minister. Since the Government is looking after the policy, there is no need of sending an order to unnecessarily interfere in the smooth functioning of government for developing the policy for which the petitioner has shown his grievance.
