 Through this petition the petitioner has impugned certain observations 

at paragraphs No.19 and 20 recorded by the Accountability Court against her 

in its judgment dated 25.09.2020 passed in Accountability Reference No.54 

of 2015. The learned trial Court after these observations had referred the 

matter to a Committee to be constituted in terms of Section 31(b) of the NAB 

Ordinance, 1999. 

 

 It appears that pursuant to the said directions matter was referred to 

the said Committee and the said inquiry committee has closed the said 

inquiry without any further proceedings. The petitioner’s apprehension is that 

observations of the trial court are an impediment in her promotion, whereas, 

learned Special Prosecutor NAB submits that earlier the promotion of the 

Petitioner was withheld not because of these observations; but due to 

pendency of the inquiry which has now stands closed, and therefore, the 

Petitioner can be considered in accordance with law for any future promotion.  

 

In view of hereinabove facts and circumstances, since the inquiry 

stands closed and no further proceedings remain pending against the 

Petitioner, this petition has served its purpose and is disposed of with the 

observations that the remarks, if any, of the trial court in paragraphs No.19 

and 20 of the judgment as above, shall not be an impediment in the 

promotion of the petitioner which shall be considered in accordance with law 

keeping in view the fact that no proceedings were further initiated in terms of 

Section 31 of the NAB Ordinance, 1999.
