Agha Faisal, J.  The appellants have assailed the order dated 09.11.2021 
rendered in Suit 24 of 2021 by the Anti Encroachment Tribunal Hyderabad.  

At the very outset, learned counsel are confronted with the office 
objections pertaining to maintainability hereof; since prima facie section 27 of the 
Act only contemplates an appeal against an order passed by the Special Court1; 
and not by the Tribunal2.  

Learned counsel submit that section 27 ought to be read to include the 
provision of appeal against orders of the tribunal as well and that in the absence 
of any such statutory provision, the same must be presumed. Respectfully, this 
Court finds itself unable to sustain the said submission.  

Appellants’ counsel have been unable to demonstrate any law providing for an 
appeal against the order impugned and the said circumstances squarely attract the 
observations of the Supreme Court, in the case of Gul Taiz Khan Marwat3, reiterating 
settled law that an appeal is a creation of statute and in the absence of any such 
remedy being provided none can be presumed. 
  

Therefore, in mutatis mutandis application of the binding edict of the Supreme 
Court in Gul Taiz Khan Marwat, these appeals are found to be misconceived, 
hence, dismissed along with pending applications. The office is directed to place a 
copy hereof in the connected appeal.
