 The petitioner had filed C.P. No.D-656/2019 which was determined 
by this Court vide order dated 11.11.2021. Admittedly, the grievance of the 
petitioner if any with regard to implementation of the judgment is            
sub judice before this Court in the said proceedings. The primary prayer 
clause seeks implementation of the earlier judgment of the Division Bench 
which is not permissible.  
 
 The petitioner also seeks an inquiry to be conducted, however, 
delving into such factual issues requiring evidence / inquiry etc. does not 
fall within the realm of writ jurisdiction. 
 
 The petitioner also prays for recovery of financial emoluments and 
benefits from the respondent No.5, without impleading the said person in 
her own right.  Prima facie, this is not a quo warranto petition, hence, the 
question of such consequential relief could also not be considered in this 
petition. 
 
 In view of the foregoing, this petition is found to be misconceived 
and is dismissed.
