ORDER

Abdul Hamid Bhurgri, J;- Learned counsel for the petitioner states
that there is landed dispute going between the petitioner and private
respondents, therefore, the official respondents at the behest of
private respondents are harassing him and not taking any action
against the private respondents. He further states that the petitioner
moved an application to learned Additional Sessions Judge/Ex-
Officio Justice of Peace, Mirwah under Sections 22-A and 22-B,
CrPC, where such order for providing protection to the petitioner was
passed and thereafter the SHO Police Station, Pir Wassan again
started causing harassment for the petitioner, hence again he filed a
Contempt Application before the learned Additional Sessions
Judge/Ex-Officio Justice of Peace, Mirwah again such directions
were issued to the official respondents to redress the grievance of
the petitioner and provide him protection. He states that still the
police is bent upon harassment the petitioner at the behest of private

respondents, hence the present petition.

Mr. Saeed Ahmed Wassan, Assistant Advocate General
available in Court waives notice of this petition and states that the
official respondents are duty bound to provide protection to every
citizen of Pakistan according to law. He further undertakes that no
harassment shall be caused to the petitioner by the official

respondents.



In view of the undertaking given by learned AAG Sindh,
Counsel for the petitioner being satisfied seeks disposal of this
petition in the above terms. Accordingly, the instant Constitutional
Petition is disposed of along with listed applications with direction to
the official respondents, particularly respondent No.4 are hereby
strictly directed to act in accordance with the law and not to harass
the petitioner, in case he caused any harassment to the petitioner,
he shall expose himself for contempt proceedings. A copy of this
order be provided to learned AAG Sindh and respondent No.3/ SSP
